Assembly begins:
-Community agreement is read (found on website)
Discussion of the day’s events:
-there should be a class on/by disabled/differently abled people—these people are marginalized as well
-Free U is an extremely great experience, similar activity in Quebec. We have this regularly (big event annually), as well as weekly workshops. Necessary to mobilize public education
-we’re passing around a sign-up sheet for Free U!
-I saw capoeira group here – very popular success. There were some concerns, though, that it was taking up lots of attention/space. We can be mindful of this in the future…
-capoeira was awesome – having all these different physical education activities was valuable, not something we have in a classroom environment usually, we can get beyond an academic free u model. Good to have varieties of workshops.
-this was day 2 of leading occupy business talk. Today I did a more horizontal style in the workshop… we worked through different models of creating business enterprises that could be politically transformative as well. Today was great, tomorrow we can grow!
-I had a fantastic time in the classes as well as in an organizing capacity
-great to be back here after may day free u. occupiers can say we’re making the world we want to see. 
-we had poets reading here today! This has political history and import. Also, we’ve had several days of activities. Let’s keep it going with clear political ideas/actions/ projects moving forward.
-I wish to record the general assembly for documentation/movement archiving purposes. Also, great story! Someone was here looking for the propaganda class, the teacher wasn’t here yet, so through discussion we said, “why don’t you lead it?” and he said, “ok!” so he did. 8 people joined his class!
-‘making worlds’ workshop on the commons: our focus was on the history of the occupy movement up to today – we had a large sheet of paper for people to reflect on their experiences, folks who passed by also recorded their thoughts. This was a case of a group that opened up in communal discussion to record the making of our own history (it’s not just made by those who are in power).
3 breakout groups: 
-future of free university: we’re trying to collect more input about what future activities with Free U can be. We’re going to have a major debrief on Sept 30th as well. Different boroughs, different kinds of inclusivities.
-student unionism: we’ve been talking about goals/aims of a NYC student union. We want universities to be free (tuition, substance, curriculum, daily operations). Lessons, identities, intermediate aims, staying true to local roots of depts/campuses, linking with public/private, making it a social (and fun!) environment.
